PINON SUN TOWNHOME AND CONDOMINIUM PARKING POLICY

1.  DEFINITIONS:

A.   Occupants

Resident: A person(s) who owns or rents or leases a townhouse or condominium within the Pinon Sun Community.
Guest: A person who is allowed by any resident to stay overnight and will be parking a vehicle.

Visitor:  A day visitor who is not parking a vehicle overnight.  Visitors can include vendors or repairmen. 
B.   Parking Permits
Parking permits include resident static cling stickers or guest and visitor hangtags.
C.  Parking Policy Jurisdiction
Condominium parking areas between, behind, or adjacent to the Condo buildings on the south side of Daybreak Circle S. and those connected to Sunsuite Trail are under the jurisdiction of the Condominium Board.
Townhome driveways are under the jurisdiction of the Townhome Board.

Roadways and parking on Daybreak Circle N. identified as “Pool Parking” are under the jurisdiction of the Project Board.
2.  PARKING AND PERMIT POLICY

Static cling stickers will be used as official Pinon Sun Parking Permits. All residents shall identify vehicles with the proper placement of yellow (Townhome) or green (Condominium) static cling stickers. Visitors and guests will use rear mirror hang tags provided by the resident.

Stickers shall be displayed inside on the lower corner of the passenger side of the vehicle’s windshield. Hangtags are placed on the rear view mirror.
Each resident shall be allowed two stickers and two hangtags per residence. There will be no charge for the initial 2 parking permits and 2 guest hang tags. Lost, stolen or additional permits can be purchased or replaced upon payment of $10.00. Damaged permits will be replaced at no charge upon return of the entire permit to the Dorman Management Office.  

Permits are controlled exclusively by the Dorman Management Company and may be used only by the current resident/registered permit holder and may not be sold or transferred. A parking permit does not guarantee the holder a specific parking space unless so issued, merely the opportunity to park in an unreserved parking space. All parking permits must be returned upon moving out of the Pinon Sun complex.

VEHICLES WITHOUT PARKING PERMITS MAY BE TOWED AT THE OWNER’S EXPENSE.





3.  PINON SUN POOL PARKING AREA ON DAYBREAK CIRCLE
Jurisdiction:  The Project Board

Daytime Parking: 6 a.m. – 10 p.m.

The parking area is intended for guests and contractors as designated. Spaces must be kept open during pool hours (May 15 – September 30) so that residents may park in this area while using the pool or the picnic area.

Overnight parking: 10 p.m. – 6 a.m.

Residents may utilize the pool lot overnight in the designated condo or townhome sections by displaying the appropriate sticker. Guest parking overnight shall display the appropriate hangtag from the mirror. Vehicles parked overnight without proper identification or in the wrong designated section shall be subject to towing at the vehicle owner’s expense.

4.  GENERAL PARKING RULES
Note: All streets in the Pinon Sun Complex are Fire Lanes.
Residents and guests must not park in fire lanes. To do so is to threaten the lives and property of us all. Do not block fire hydrants. Parking in Fire lanes shall be subject to towing at the vehicle owner’s expense.

· Parking in the street is allowed for a short time while loading and unloading your vehicle and during daylight hours while moving in/out of the residence.

· Townhome guests and visitors are allowed to park in that townhome resident’s driveway at any time without Pinon Sun stickers or hangtags. 
· Townhome residents, guests and visitors may NOT park in the condominium lots or on the streets as defined in the Townhome covenants. 

· A motor home may be parked in a townhome residence driveway for not more than 7 consecutive days, provided it completely fits within the space of the driveway and does not encroach on the street, curb or landscaping in any way. Trailers or Motor Homes must not be parked in any area designated as condominium parking.
· Condo residents, guests, and visitors are permitted to park in any undesignated Condo parking area space.  Parking permits are required at all times.

· Condo residents, visitors and guests are NOT allowed to park in spaces specifically designated by posts with a condo unit number attached; those spaces are reserved for that specified Condo unit as they do not have a garage. These assigned parking spaces are assigned from our original covenants and cannot be changed.
· Condo residents, visitors and guests may only park in designated parking spaces.  Vehicles parked in front of Condo garages will be towed immediately as this impedes use of the garage and this space is in the fire lane.

· Oro Blanco or Picturesque Circle are the only streets where street parking is available, they are public streets governed by city law.

· Commercial vehicles may not be parked on interior streets or in condominium parking areas except during working hours when repairs/deliveries are being made to a nearby unit or the common area.

· Commercial vehicles owned by residents are prohibited from parking on the property. This includes vehicles having ladder/equipment racks, equipment on a loading platform, and snowplows, Vehicles with commercial signage or logos must be garaged.

· Boats, trailers, jet skis, panel trucks, RV’s, camping trailers and motorcycles may not be parked in the complex except in enclosed garages.
· Oversize vehicles (in excess of 1-ton), or those emitting excessive noise (as determined by the Board of Directors), may not park on the property.

· No mechanical work may be performed on vehicles in the complex except as confined to a garage. 
· No parking or driving is permitted on any landscaping or common area. This includes grass areas adjacent to driveway entrances. Damages will be repaired by the landscaping contractor and will be billed to the homeowner.

· No vehicle, which is determined to be inoperable or leaking oil/fluid or posing a threat to the safety of the residents of Pinon Sun, shall be stored or parked on Pinon Sun property. 
5.  PINON SUN TOWING POLICY
Any vehicle found violating any section of this parking policy may be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense.

· Pinon Sun management or the towing company shall issue tickets/warnings or documented attempts to contact the vehicle owner by telephone, email or in person before a vehicle is towed.
· Residents must remove a vehicle that has any of the following, otherwise the vehicle will be towed at the owner’s expense.

a.  DERELICT:   Non-movable – Non-drivable – Disabled – Non-motorized – Unregistered  -  License Plate missing or expired – Unknown
b.  NON-ACTIVE: Un-driven vehicles stationary for 14 days.  Residents may not use the parking spaces for car storage. 
c.  Vehicles not bearing a valid parking resident sticker or overnight guest hangtag.
· Townhome and condo management may be contacted for exceptions and/or in cases of emergency.
· The resident shall pay all the associated charges incurred in the towing, removal, storage, or disposal of any vehicle in violation of any authority or property regulations.
· Vehicles taking up more than one parking space will result in a 24 Hour warning after which the vehicle will be towed.
· The name, internet address and telephone number of the towing company will be posted at the north and south entrances to Pinon Sun, the pool parking area and on the bulletin board in the picnic area.

6.   CHANGES AND/OR MODIFICATIONS:
This parking policy may be amended or modified by the appropriate board (Project Board, Townhome Board or Condo Board) at any time. Residents will be notified of any changes and given reasonable notice prior to implementation.
